The above colt is well grown with plenty of substance and scope. He is athletic and is likely to be a late season two year old and a better three year old. He will not go into training until April, May at the earliest and then maybe only to be backed and cantered a way. We will re- assess him at that stage and decide if he will stay in training or come home to give him more time to mature.
He was one of the last crop of the great sire, Singspiel. He was exceptional in every way commanding a stud fee of £50,000 in his early years at stud. He won the Gr1 Grand Prix de Paris and was 2nd in the Eclipse at three, the Japan Cup, and Canadian International at four and The Dubai World cup, Coronation Cup and the Juddmonte International at five adding up to over £3 million in prize money.  He retired to stud in 1998 and has sired the winners of 1260 races worth over £36 million in prize money. He was more likely to sire a Timeform 100+  rated horse than Pivotal, Oasis Dream, Dansili or Danehill Dancer, no wonder the average price of his 276 yearlings is over £60k.
Flamjica was purchased as a two year old. She was third first time out in a Newmarket maiden and ran creditable in a Group 3 next time. She followed up by being second in another Newmarket maiden but fractured her hock following which it was difficult to keep her sound. Flamjica is by the Champion three year old, Kentucky Derby and Preakness winner, Real Quiet. She is out of the Listed placed mare, Fiamma, who is a half sister to the Lancashire Oaks winner, Fanjica. She is the dam of Higher Game, a Gr 3 winner and Japanese Derby 3rd.
Comment from independent valuer  “Flamjica is a well- bred Fappiano ( Mr Prospector) line mare, whose dam was by Irish River. Singspiel is a world class Sadlers Wells line stallion.
